The following policies should be reviewed with all visitors prior to your arrival. If you have any questions or
concerns, please contact us prior to your visit.

General Visitor Policies

their existing login information for all games they intend to play. Each game launcher requires different
login credentials. For those new to PC gaming, accounts can be created onsite but may require access
to an email account.

Leak proof drink containers are permitted and must be stored on the floor away from equipment.

Food is NOT permitted in the Esports Arena.

Service animals are permitted and should be accompanied at all times.

Smoking, vaping, and other tobacco products are also strictly prohibited.

Visitors must notify staff of any damaged or malfunctioning equipment prior to use.

Patrons are responsible for the care of all equipment they use in the arena. Any repair or replacement
costs incurred due to misuse of equipment will be the individual's or organizations responsibility.
UNCG and UNCG Esports Arena staff are not responsible for any personal items left in the arena.
Personal items left in the arena will be held for a period of one week before the unattended items are
donated and/or discarded.

UNCG Esports Arena Code of Conduct

tolerated by the University and may be subject to legal action.

Toxic behavior of any kind including, but not limited to, threats of violence, lewd, obscene, or profane
language, comments, or gestures, stalking, bullying, physical altercations, “rage quitting” and/or other
forms of intimidation will not be tolerated.

advances.

Stalking or intimidation (physically or online).

Spamming, raiding, hijacking, impersonating, or inciting disruption of streams or social media.
Posting or threatening to post other people’s personally identifying information (“doxing”).
Advocating for, or encouraging, any of the above behavior.
